WHAT IS ASB LEADERSHIP?

When you ask a student what ASB is, you’ll never get the same answer twice.  ASB stands for Associated Student Body.  In reality, every student at Horner Jr. High is a member of the “Associated Student Body.”  What we refer to when we say “ASB” is the group of students that are elected to represent the entire student body; these are the student leaders of Horner Jr. High.  

WHAT DOES ASB LEADERSHIP DO?

ASB is responsible for three main objectives:  (1) raising money for student activities and making decisions on how that money is spent, (2) organizing dances and fun-filled spirit activities, (3) representing the voice of Horner students to staff, the school district, and the community.  These three objectives all support the #1 goal of Horner ASB:  to achieve 100% student involvement at Horner Jr. High.
WHAT DOES IT TAKE TO BE IN ASB LEADERSHIP?

ASB members must be leaders.  The qualities of a leader include:  honesty, trustworthiness, responsibility, reliability, willingness to work hard, humility, respect for both adults and fellow students, and school pride, just to name a few.  You must have at least a 3.0 GPA and maintain high academic and personal standards, both on and off campus.

HOW DOES SOMEONE GET INTO ASB LEADERSHIP?

Elections for ASB occur once a year.  The ASB Executive Council is elected in April and serves the following school year.  The Executive Council members are: ASB President, ASB Vice-President, ASB Secretary, and ASB Treasurer.  Executive members “lead the leaders” as they run ASB on a daily basis.  All members of ASB support each other in their work, and are expected to help each other in the preparation, set-up, and clean-up of all activities. ASB Commissioners work with the Executive Council to complete specialized tasks. ASB Commissioners are chosen in March. Listen to morning announcements to find out more.
WHAT IF I WANT TO BE INVOLVED WITHOUT BEING IN ASB LEADERSHIP?

ASB is always looking for ways to get students involved.  If you want to be in a spirit competition, help decorate for a social, or do anything ASB related, but don’t want to be in the class, come see us in Room 4.  That’s why we are here:  to help you make your experience at Horner Jr. High School better.  But even more than this, as a student of Horner Junior High School, you have a very important power:  the power to vote.  When you vote, you are choosing the students that will serve you for the following school year.  Candidates who run for office are usually well known, but why are they well known?  Is it because they look or dress a certain way, or belong to a certain group?  Your socials, spirit activities, and other ASB events are only as good as the ASB that plans them.  YOU choose.
HOW DO I FIND OUT MORE?
